STORAGE

It is important to keep CCA-KDAT material dry byvaing the bundles, storing the material under
shelter, elevating the bundles from ground contaad, allowing for air circulation around the wood.
Direct exposure to rain, dampness and humidityreanlt in elevated moisture content.

HANDLING

Avoid frequent or prolonged inhalation of sawdushi treated wood. When sawing, sanding, or
machining treated wood wear a dust mask. Wheneasilple, these operations should be performed
outdoors to avoid indoor accumulations of airbagaedust from treated wood. When power-sawing and
machining, wear goggles to protect eyes from flypagticles. Wear gloves when working with wood.
Wash exposed areas thoroughly after working witbdy@and before eating, drinking, toileting, or o$e
tobacco products. Because preservatives or sawtysaccumulate on clothes, they should be laundered
before reuse.

INSTALLATION

Fasteners used witbCA must be in accordance with Section 2304.10.4 02015 IBC, Section
2304.9.5 of the 2009 / 2012 IBC and Section R3d71Be IRC. Hot dipped galvanized or stainlesslstee
fasteners are recommended for use with CCA trdatatder and plywood. Contact fastener
manufacturers for their recommendations regarduegial proprietary fasteners for use with preséreat
treated wood. Roof sheathing should be coveredfeitlor roofing immediately after installationt |
wetted during construction, allow to dry beforelesare or covering with roofing material.

DISPOSAL

Disposal of preservative-treated wood by ordineaght collection is normally allowed; however, follo

all local rules and regulations. Treated wood sthowalt be burned in open fires or in stoves, firegda or
residential boilers because toxic chemicals magrbduced as part of the smoke and ashes. Do not use
treated wood as mulch.
